	Locations on the farm: 
Surrounding a pen containing the ducklings and chicks, following and looking at the chicken and duck (who wander around together)


	Pre-visit contact with school:
We offer a variety of different activities, all based around farming, we send out a booking form & fact sheet before visiting and ask if the teachers to contact us if they would like for particular subjects to focused on.


	Learning outcomes: 
The pupils will learn; Where chicks and ducklings come from, what we or birds have to do with an egg to get it to hatch. What other things eggs are good for. How different eggs can be in size, colour, weight and feel. What different baby birds are called and what they grow up to look like.  How many eggs a chicken can lay in one year.   



	Content of the visit: 
Looking at the chicks, discussion about what they require to survive and grow. Looking at and feeling or holding eggs from different farmyard birds. Watching and talking about the duck and chicken, looking at the differences between them and thinking about why they are like that. Discussing the different names for chicken, cockerel, hen. Listening to the noises they all make and finding out which ducks can and can’t quack!  Could be expanded into how they move, and feel depending on the time allocated.


	Organisation factors: 
The plan of work can take as little as 5 minutes with younger pupils and up to 15 minutes with older ones, the plan of work can take place inside if required. We can also provide sheeting for floors if required. Smaller groups tend to work better than large ones for this activity. 


	Resources:
We provide all the animals and the pens, we may require electricity for a heat lamp or alternatively hot water for a hot water bottle for the chicks & duckling pen.


	Evaluation methods: We have an evaluation sheet given out to each class at the end of the visit, that is sent back to us the following week 
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
