	Locations on the farm: 
Surrounding a pen containing a goats and lambs, in the ‘farmyard’ area set up in your school grounds. 


	Pre-visit contact with school:
We offer a variety of different activities, all based around farming, we send out a booking form & fact sheet before visiting and ask if the teachers to contact us if they would like for particular subjects to focused on.


	Learning outcomes: 
The pupils will learn; The differences between sheep and goats. What sheep and goats feel like and smell like, how different their wool and coat is. What young sheep and goats are called and what they drink. Where wool comes from, what we can use wool for and what else we can get from wool. Other things we can get from sheep and goats, i.e. milk and meat.  Who looks after them and how. Why we bottle feed some orphans and where their milk would come from if they were with their mothers.     



	Content of the visit: 
Looking at the lambs and goats, feeling them and smelling our hands afterwards, discussion about what they will require to survive and grow. Looking at their toes and eyes. Listening to the noises they make guessing about how old they are. Discussing what they eat and drink now and when older. Bottle feeding of the orphans by all the class.


	Organisation factors: 
The plan of work will take at least 10 minutes with younger pupils and up to 20 minutes with older ones. The pupils stand around the pen for the presentation and in circle for bottle feeding. 


	Resources:
We provide the goats & lambs, shelter and pen, we may require water.


	Evaluation methods: We have an evaluation sheet given out to each class at the end of the visit, that is sent back to us the following week 
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
