	Locations on the farm: 
In the ‘farmyard’ area set up in your school grounds. 


	Pre-visit contact with school:
We offer a variety of different activities, all based around farming, we send out a booking form & fact sheet before visiting and ask if the teachers to contact us if they would like for particular subjects to focused on.


	Learning outcomes: 
The pupils will learn; That animals have different feet, with different amounts of toes, how they use their toes and how they move them. That those of us with 5 toes are actually animals too!      



	Content of the visit: 
Gathering around the farmer to be set the challenge to go ‘exploring’ in the ‘farmyard’ with a friend to look at how many toes each animal has on the end of one leg. They are asked to find animals with 1,2,3,4 & 5 toes. A period of time 5-10 minutes ensues, during which the farmers and staff help the pupils look at toes. This can be expanded into drawing them and looking at animal track pictures. At the end of the time the pupils are gathered around to see what they have found out. This can be expanded into a physical activity with the pupils gathering in groups.

      

	Organisation factors: 
The plan of work will take at least 10 minutes with younger pupils and up to 20 minutes with older ones. The pupils get quite a bit of freedom around the animals with this activity. A secure area is recommended.  


	Resources:
We provide the animals, shelters and pens, we may require water.


	Evaluation methods: We have an evaluation sheet given out to each class at the end of the visit, that is sent back to us the following week 
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
